Beowulf Parody Project
Project Due Date(s): 
The point of this parody project is to demonstrate your knowledge of Beowulf and the respective theme we’ve discussed in class. Parody: “A literary or artistic work that imitates the characteristic style of an author or work for comic effect or ridicule.” In order to satisfactorily meet the project’s expectations, make certain to meet these requirements:

1. A two-page typed summary of the poem. Include why the poem is still considered a noteworthy read after so many years. Because this summary will call for you researching information, an MLA Works Cited page must be included. (Don’t bother doing this if you don’t imbed your quotes. No quotes equal a failure of this portion of the assignment.) NOTE: YOUR TURN-IN PACKET MUST HAVE A COVER PAGE. INCLUDE CLASS, CLASS PERIOD, AND THE NAMES OF ALL MEMBERS OF YOUR GROUP. STAPLE ALL WORK TOGETHER. NO FOLDERS PLEASE. WORTH: 30 POINTS
2. One-page summation of that part of the poem you’ve decided to parody and the reason why you chose this particular part of the poem. Include here your group’s script. This DOES NOT serve as part of your one-page summation. WORTH: 20 POINTS
3. Applying a visual medium ONTO A DISK, (whatever media your teacher chooses) your group is to parody a scene from the poem.  Your ENTIRE presentation must only last 4 minutes. Here’s the breakdown: Video = 3 minutes. Oral presentation = 1 minute. WORTH: 40 POINTS  

4. Your one-minute oral presentation must reveal that portion of the poem you chose to parody and insight gained as a result of your parody experience. [See #2 above. Note: DO NOT read to the class your summation.] WORTH: 10 POINTS
